Hope United Methodist Church in Whitehouse is the distribution
site for the exciting nationally-know program Great Food For
All. GFFA is a nondenominational organization dedicated to
providing high-quality groceries to communities all across the
country. Groceries are ordered each month by any interested
individual with no income guidelines or applications. Each
"Basic Box" costs $30 and contains frozen top quality food
items with an average retail value of $70. The menu changes
every month. Each box of food will provide dinners for a family
of four for about a week or a single senior citizen for about a
month! Value boxes consisting of specialty foods are also
available each month. Order times vary by month. Anyone
may order any number of boxes during these order times. Your
order for this month must be placed by August 2. On
distribution day (always a Saturday), go to Hope UMC to pick up your food. Take
advantage of this special way of providing high-value food for your family at about half
the cost of what you would pay at the local grocery store.
