When you think of the word “hero” what image comes to your mind? Is it a military leader 
courageously  and skillfully maneuvering his troops to victory? Maybe you are thinking of a 
sports star whose winning score brings the World Series or Super Bowl to his team. Perhaps 
yours is an image of a great man or woman of God used mightily to accomplish an important 
work in the life of God’s people. 
 
Hebrews 11 is such a list of heroes and heroines. The writer of the book goes to great lengths 
extolling the virtues and victories of how God used ordinary people to do extraordinary things 
for the Kingdom. You’ll recognize many of the names listed: Abraham, Moses,  Joseph, Rahab, 
David, Samuel, and the prophets, just to name a few. Eugene Peterson, in his paraphrase called 
the Message, concludes with these words:  
 
Not one of these people, even though their lives of faith were exemplary, got their hands on 
what was promised. God had a better plan for us: that their faith and our faith would come 
together to make one completed whole, their lives of faith not complete apart from ours. 

Hebrews 11:39‐40 
 

The writer says simply this: God needs more heroes to accomplish his will and work in this 
world. The faith of heroes past meets the faith of heroes present to yield great heroes of the 
future. Let me ask you a question: Who will be heroes for God at Waterville United Methodist 
Church 20 years from now? In the year 2030, whose name will the next generation lift up as a 
man or woman used by God in our church today?  
 
As your pastor, I want to make a hero out of each and every one of you! Because God has 
equipped you with the Holy Spirit and empowered you to serve, you are the ones he wants to 
use to continue his perfect plan of love and grace in our church and community. Many of you 
have risen to the challenge, through your gifts and giving, you are already becoming a hero for 
God. Some of you serve in very public and prominent ways, while others are faithfully behind‐
the‐scenes assisting the daily details of our life together. 
 
Yet, there is always room to welcome another hero on God’s team.  To all of you, heroes 
present, heroes public, and especially you quiet ones – a  job well done! May the work of God 
be blessed through all you do.
